How is the study formalized?

The academic level is, obviously, lower for the French for foreign students-courses, since the language level is
adapted. The workload was very normal. The organization is very unclear and can be a challenge.

What is the culture of the university?

There is a buddy programme and several activities, but still engagement with local students can be difficult. The teachers | had

classes from were very approachable, the bureaucracy of the organization however was quite stunning to me. Generally in France
it's hard to get things done in terms of forms or applications.

What does the university offer the student additionally?

Université Dauphine has a restaurant for lunch, where you can get a warm meal and a dessert for only 3,50 euro- extremely cheap
for Parisian standards. There's a gym as well.

5. Housing-travelling-living
What are the possibilities for housing?
You can sign up for university housing. There's not enough housing available for everyone that applies, so don't count on this too

much. | was lucky to be selected for this type of university residence. It's generally quite cheap (and in my case, very cheap but also

with very poor facilities). You can also try to find housing through for example via Facebook, but as you'd expect it's difficult to find
affordable housing in Paris.

What is the culture of the country like?

Little difference. It really does come in handy to speak French (or to at least try). Not everyone (especially
organizations) will adapt to you. The bureaucracy is also a big difference.

Could you give a general price indication of the place of residence compared to living in Wageningen?

Big differences; my room was only 380 euro, but this was exceptional. | think rent for a room is about 600 euro a month, depending
on where you live of course.

Could you give some information about public transport infrastructure?

Public transport is excellent in Paris, there's a great metro system. If you're only there for a semester, buy a Carte Navigo, approx.
70 euro/month to make unlimited use of bus, train, metro, RER etc.

Lots of museums like Louvre, Musee d'Orsay, Centre Pompidou, Atelier des Lumieres, Palais de Tokyo. Also: Saint-Chapelle,
neighborhoods Le Marais and Montmartre, library Bibliothéque Sainte-Genevieve.

The public pools of Paris, they are very cheap (only 2 euro) and a nice way to meet locals.
